The Masonic Entertainment & Technology Group, launched
at the Culver City Foshay Lodge, was formed to strengthen
collaboration between Freemasons working in entertainment,
technology, and creative innovation throughout Southern
California. The group serves as a platform for meaningful
programming, shared experiences, and inter-lodge cooperation
rooted in Masonic values. It works with the entertainment
committee at Culver City Foshay that was formed last year.               
       Among it’s early successes, Worshipful Jason Berry
created and hosted the first Masonic Jeopardy Night, a unique
and engaging event that brought brothers together through
learning, fellowship, and friendly competition and was
broadcast live in collaboration with Grand lodge. The
Entertainment Committee has also hosted special events such
as a movie night featuring the film American Pot Story:
