During the Entered
Apprentice (EA) lecture, we are
taught that the 24 inch gauge is
an instrument made use of by
operative’ masons to measure
and lay out their work, but that
Free and Accepted masons use
it to more nobly and gloriously
divide our time. The gavel, of
course, is also explained, being
used by the operatives to
smooth the rough and
superfluous parts of the stone,
the better to fit them for the
builder’s use. As for Free and
Accepted masons, - this “tool
symbolically

In Henry Pirtle’s “Kentucky Monitor,” he speaks to the symbolism
of the EA degree as the changing from ignorance and darkness to
moral ‘and intellectual light, further assessing the symbolism as
“point[ing] him [the mason] to the path that leads to duty and to Him

~who gives [to] duty its reward.” This further reminded me of the

physical change that is experienced after the introduction of all of the
EA symbolism, i.e. the pillars, great lights, mosaic pavement, light
and darkness, destitution and opulence, etc...always finding
equilibrium and truth within each. Perhaps these physical
manifestations of balance yield the mason’s recollection of using each
working tool individually within the framework of those symbols.

I extrapolated my search into my studies throughout the Scottish
Rite degrees. For example, I was reminded that “...equilibrium,
possible in ourselves, and which Masonry incessantly labors to
accomplish in its initiates..., [is found] between the spiritual and
divine and the material and human in man; between the intellect,
reason, and moral sense on one side, and the appetites and passions
on the other, from which result the harmony and beauty of a well-
regulated life”’ (Hutchens pg. 319). This could arguably be connected
to the initiation into freemasonry, thus furthering the reconnection to

the guiding light of the framework provided by 24 inch gauge and the

common gavel to which we can apply all things.

As 1 continue my journey, I look forward to continuing to seek
the symbiotic nature of all our working tools alongside you all,; but
continue to stay steadfast in finding connections here, upon the first
steps of masonry. Furthermore, 1 would encourage you to join us in
our conferring of entered apprentice degree this month, so far as you
can do so without serious injury to yourself or those who' are
dependent upon you.
